The Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act is signed into law, requiring states to review

1990 The McKinney Act is amended, requiring states to eliminate enrollment barriers, and provide
school access and support for academic success to students experiencing homelessness.
1994 The education portion of the Act is reauthorized by the Improving America’s Schools Act, adding
preschool services, greater parental input, and a focus on interagency collaboration.
2002 The education portion of the Act is reauthorized by Title X, Part C of the No Child Left Behind Act,
strengthening legal requirements, and requiring all school districts to appoint a local liaison.
